Transcultural competence guides participants into cultural self-awareness, followed by an exploration of cultural ‘otherness’, finally opening into a felt sense of our common humanity. This tool for transformation is essential for dance movement therapists and designed for people who work with people, so is of value to other therapists, and healthcare workers. Transcultural competence provides support for dancing with the paradox of unity in diversity and is used to guide professional development in a wide range of worldwide settings. In this workshop you will engage with transcultural competence as a tool for your own professional development and be guided on a bodymind journey using movement, imagery, dialogue and reflection.
